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Remember – the more detail the better.

Do this separately and you don’t need to share this with the other –

refrain from correcting one another’s if you do peak.

Describe for me your journey to this moment in time in regards to your

emotional development (the stuff that now allows you to not only be in a

meaningful relationship but know the significance of this one- formative

relationships, experiences, anecdotes…).

How did you meet?

What were your first thoughts/impressions about one another?

How have they changed over time-or have they?

What do you love about them?

What do you think they love about you?

What would you like to change about them?

What do you think they want to change about you?

Which specific qualities about this person makes you certain that you want to spend the rest of your life with them?

What’s your most memorable moment with them?

What’s your worst/hardest/most painful memory together (if you have one)?

What have you learned from them?

What have they learned from you?

What aspects of yourself do they help you with/compliment you/balance you out?

How did you propose?
